Starting from the refuge, set off up the path towards La Citerne. The path steadily
climbs and broadens out little by little. It then joins up with the old road before
arriving at the crossroads with the road leading to the aerials (summit of La Citerne).
From there, you will see links to other hiking trails, including climbs up Mount
Echelle, La Soufriere, etc.

Plan to have a vehicle at the planned point of arrival (in Les Bains Jaunes, for
example), or return by the hairpin road and go down towards the Carbet Falls
visitors' area in Capesterre-Belle-Eau.

NB: the hairpin road is a section of the "Trace des Alizés" GR hiking trail (stage 2).
