It
is recognisable for its large clusters of white flowers which turn
into clusters of red fruits.

 Two large trees (B) 

On the way to le Bassin Bleu, there are two very striking trees
on the right-hand side of the trail : an Amanoa caribeae, with
its impressive buttresses, and a Symphonia globulifera, which
is recognisable for its stilt roots. This tree produces seeds that
bear a resemblance to nutmeg. They also exude a fluorescent
yellow latex.
